Socialize Your Dog!
It is very important for dogs to be socialized with other dogs and people. Dogs that haven’t been socialized may become shy, fearful and can sometimes even become aggressive. They may not develop the necessary social skills to interact with other dogs
Socializing you’re your dog involves introducing it to a whole range of new experiences including meeting different types of people, dogs, other animals, places, smells and noises.  
When introducing your dog to new experiences, pay attention to your dog’s composure. If it is holding its ears back, has its tail down and is trying to make itself appear smaller it is telling you that it is afraid.
First Encounters
Be careful when introducing your dog to other dogs. It is crucial that your dog is on a leash when it is being introduced to other dogs. Allow your dog to approach from the side, have a quick sniff and then step back for a moment. Reward your dog for its brief interaction with a new friend.
Your Dog and Visitors 
Just as your dog needs to interact with other dogs it will also benefit from meeting many different types of people. Teach your dog to sit before you allow visitors to pet it. Allowing it to jump up may frighten or annoy some people, and children may feel very intimidated by the behavior.
Training
Always dedicate some time each day to training and exercising your dog. It is important that your dog has a degree of obedience training so it will respond to you as its owner and be a well-behaved and social member of your family and the community. Training is an integral part of the socialization skills of your dog.
Car Rides and Stores
Take your dog out routinely in the car. Take him to as many places that allow dogs to visit. (Pet stores, Lowes, some outdoor cafes, parks) Many allow dogs inside, but just don’t advertise the fact, so ask! This helps your dog get used the noises of a busy community—cars, trucks, horns, loud music…Also they become accustomed to strangers people and dos looking, smelling and petting them. 
A well socialized dog is confident and happy no matter where he is!
